	Works out the result of multiplying numbers in A2 and A3

	Result of dividing A2 and A3 contents

=A2^5
	Works out the contents of A2 to the power 2 (or power 5 for the second example)

	Modulus | X |
	=abs()
	=abs(A2)
	Returns the value of the cell A2 but always positive, so for instance =abs(-5) would give 5.

	Square root √
	=sqrt()
	=sqrt(A2)
	Returns the value of the square root of the number in cell A2. You get error messages if you try to find the square root of a negative number!!
